Among
the notable edifices, the Krishna Mandir stands out with its intricate stone carvings,
while the Bhimsen Temple and Vishwanath Temple add to the square’'s religious
significance.

Kathmandu Durbar Square, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, is
a historic plaza in front of the old royal palace of the former Kathmandu
Kingdom.

The square's history dates back to the 3rd century, with major
structures added during the Malla kings' reign in the 16th century. These
buildings showcase the Newar architecture’s intricate carvings and artistic
facades. The Nautalle Durbar, a nine-story palace, and the Kumari Chouk, a
temple for the living goddess, are among the prominent features.

Kathmandu Durbar Square was also the site of royal coronations
and is deeply intertwined with the country's history and religion. Despite
suffering significant damage during the 2015 earthquake, the square remains
a majestic site, reflecting the resilience of Nepalese culture and heritage
